Practice-Based-Research Stimulation Grant Program

Policy Statement

The Practice-Based-Research Stimulation Grant Program is an activity of the Wisconsin Academy of Family Physicians.  Funding for the program is provided through the Wisconsin Academy of Family Physicians – Foundation. The Academy board of directors will annually determine the number of Practice-Based-Research Stimulation Grants that will be offered during a calendar year and the maximum dollar amount for an individual award.  The Academy will request funding from the Foundation annually.

The purpose of the Practice-Based-Research Stimulation Grant Program is to provide practicing family physicians an opportunity to conduct or initiate a small research project.  

Process:

1. Grants may be requested at any time during the calendar year and must be completed in a twelve-month period.

2. Preference for awarding grants will be given to practice-based family physicians.  Family Medicine residents may request stimulation grants only if a practicing family physician agrees to be a co-primary investigator.

3. Grants must be requested using the Academy’s Stimulation Grant Request Form.  Applicants will also be encouraged to complete the Eight Research Questions document as well.

4. The Research committee will review grant requests and determine whether or not to award a grant.  The committee may request additional information.  The research committee will decide the amount of the grant but may not award more than the maximum defined by the Academy.

5. The Stimulation Grant may be used for purchasing supplies, paying participants, funding analysis or other direct expenses.  Indirect costs are not allowable under the Stimulation Grant Program.

6. Grantees must report on project progress quarterly using the Stimulation Grant Progress Report form.  The Research Committee will be responsible for reviewing the progress report.  Failure to report progress quarterly or to complete the project within twelve months will be consider as grounds for revoking the grant.

7. Payment of the Grant award may be paid at the beginning of the project, at intervals during the project or at the time of conclusion of the project.  The grantee must include the payment request in the initial grant request process.

8. Stimulation Grantees must agree to present the finding of the research project at an appropriate Research Forum or Program.  A summary of the findings must also be submitted to the Academy for publication to the members.

9. Stimulation Grant awardees will be expected to publish their findings.
